Helen motioned for Tom to continue to serve as Treasurer, it was seconded, he accepted, and was voted in.

Marah nominated Helen for Secretary

Steven nominated Alex for Secretary (Alex declined)

Helen was elected.

KT nominated Steven for President (Steven declined)

Barb nominated Dave for President

Steven nominated Dina for President

Dave was elected.

The ChiCon corporation is a 501(c)3 organization, but each person should consult with their own tax representative/attorney about whether or not dues count as a charitable contribution for tax purposes.

The dues period is August 2007-August 2010.

Members of the corporation:

· are eligible to vote on the GoH

· are eligible to vote on the name of the convention

· are eligible to vote on the convention Chair

· are eligible to vote on the Board of Directors

· must be vetted by 2 members of the corporation

The cost of putting on a bid is approximately $30,000.

In the past, dues were $360, with a minimum $10/month.

Alex proposed $240.

Isabel asked if the drop in revenue (if $240 were accepted) would still allow us to cover expenses.  

Tom reported that based on past figures, it might be close, but we could probably do it.  It was also noted that we have a shorter bid cycle and are currently unopposed.

Barb proposed $300 total, with a $50 discount if paid up front.

Much discussion/debate ensued.  

There was concern that someone/a group could “hijack” the corporation by voting as a bloc after only having paid $10

There was concern that older and newer members would have the same voting rights, but not have given equally to the corporation

Isabel proposed putting a delay on the voting rights of new members

The final proposal was:  

$300 due between the time of joining and December 31, 2009, with a $50 discount if paid by 6/15/08.  

There was an addendum:  with a minimum buy in of $30, and an average monthly minimum of $10 starting in the month after buy-in.

The proposal was table until the next meeting (at CapriCon), and in the meantime, Marah will lead an on-line discussion re: the proposal.
There was also a question about whether or not paid in full = Friend of the Bid.
