1) Logo

· Reviewed three designs submitted by Ray VanTilburg (files to be sent separately).  Option 1 = 8 votes, Option 2 = 6 votes, Option 3 = 4 votes (could vote for more than one option).  Asked to see Option 1 in “cooler” colors (i.e. Blues instead of Reds)

2) Website = www.chicagoin2012.org
3) Presupporting Fees

· $4K in bank currently plus Bid Dues = most of the money needed to bid

· Possible titles for presupports:

· “Friend” could be called “sidekick”

· Offer “Hero” and “Villain” rates

· Helen proposed the idea of an “escrow” account.  For example, we charge $20 for a presupport, and $100 for a “Friend” presupport.  Of the $100, the bid keeps $20 and puts the remaining $80 in “escrow” for the convention, to make up for the free conversion with vote.

· Would this be a hard or soft escrow account?

· Much discussion ensued.

· Two options were put forward:

· $20 basic presupport + $100 friends presupport ($20 to bid, $80 to escrow)

· Both would get the current bidzine

· Friend would get the full run of the bidzine, a t-shirt, and conversion to attending with vote

· Offer only a $20 presupport

· Gets current issue of bidzine and final issue of bidzine

· Dave proposed to run the issues past a select group of SMOFS and report to bid online.

· Motion passed to run the two options past the select SMOFS and decide online within 1-2 weeks.

· Steven will talk with Alex Eisenstein about using some of his collection of retro line art for other issue covers

· Pre-supporting form needed for bidzine

· Titles:  “Kinda Astonishing” “Sorta Thrilling” (etc.)
